TISA does not calculate GPAs or rank students.
Students earn credit by scoring a grade of 3 or above.  
Transcripts are generated for students in High School
(Grade 9-Grade 12). TISA values student growth, and
within that philosophy, the end of year grade best
represents the students’ overall level of mastery. The
semester grade serves as a formative grade. TISA
works individually with students who may have
moved in during the semester, and in cases where
there is not enough evidence to provide a 1-7 grade
within the IB system, a grade of Pass/Fail will be
issued. Transfer grades are not added onto the TISA
transcripts. TISA will, however, transcript credit from
Pamoja online DP courses that we offer on campus
after receiving grades, including predicted grades,
from Pamoja, an external provider. 

Classes at TISA are aligned with the IB philosophy and
requirements for the Middle Years Programme (MYP)
and the Diploma Programme (DP). On transcripts, the
student’s year level and grades are designated using the
IB formula.

All of TISA’s highly committed faculty members are
university- certified, and most hold advanced degrees.
Extensive professional staff development opportunities
are available during the school year and funding is
provided for continuing education.

The TISA High School
Diploma can be earned in conjunction with the IB
Diploma or as a stand alone qualification and
requires 24 credits, including a year of TOK, CAS
and an Extended project. The TISA Honours
Diploma has more rigorous requirements than
the TISA High School Diploma and is available for
students opting not to take the full IB Diploma.
The TISA Honours Diploma requires some IB
Diploma coursework or university level
equivalent courses, such as Advanced
Placement.
